Membership

Our membership numbers remained the same as the 2020 season, but with more steady numbers playing each week in some grades and not having many players visit for one game during the season.

Our juniors continue to grow, and we have stronger numbers in the women’s grades.

Our B & C Men’s grades numbers were adequate, but with room for growth in future years.

The Under 17 competition was again pooled, with lessons learnt from last year creating a much more equal spread of teams across the division.
Fundraising.

Fundraising opportunities continued this year and the opportunities we did have were very well supported. It really showed a commendable club spirit that these events were so well attended, be it the donation of exceptional baked goods, or the willingness of our volunteers to help out on the day. 

Our junior club day BBQ’s made the club over two thousand dollars over the year.
We undertook the new initiative of our first online raffle with prizes generously donated by Paspaley Pearls and Rebel Sport (the crocodile skin handbag was donated to the club by a member).
The Early Bird turf sessions continued again this year which were a huge success. These sessions which start on the first week of February are proving to be a sensational recruitment opportunity for the club with many new players who were looking for a club joining us as we were the first to get on the field.

Again, one of our generous club sponsors covered the entire turf hire fees for these sessions so the money raised went straight back to the club for new training equipment.
Keep an eye out early next year for these sessions starting up again.
Our grant funding continued this year by providing junior starting kits which included a supporter t-shirt to parents of all new junior members. It has been really good seeing all the Easts walk-out shirts each weekend supporting their kids playing on a Saturday morning. 
Many families welcomed the reduced expenses of getting their kids into hockey offered by this initiative which included a complete playing uniform, the parent’s supporters polo, and a stick / shin guard / ball playing kit combo.

Our funding was also successful with the purchase of 8 new goalie kits for all junior grades and C grade. A special mention to Coleen who came around and helped unpack and sort all these kits in my front yard one evening after work.

We continued with more flexible membership options and these were utilised by many of the club’s members - but it has become an administrative burden having to issue invoices for non-payment of games by a limited few. This is an area of focus and streamlining for the 2022 season.
As a club, I believe we certainly are on the right track for continued growth and club development.
I would like to finish by thanking everyone from within the club for all pulling together. Not only the players, but their supportive families including parents who do the miles each week driving to and from trainings and games, not to mention washing smelly uniforms.
Look forward to seeing everyone around at hockey during the off season and during pre-season next year.
